Terms and Agreements 
 

Vendors are responsible for providing tables, chairs and covering for booth as well 
as clean up of all trash generated at site. 
 
Set up will be from 9 am – 7 pm on Friday October 3rd, 7 am – 10 am on Saturday 
October 4th.  Sales can begin at 7 am on Saturday, October 4th. 
 
Vendors will be issued a temporary pass to bring vehicles on the grounds for set up 
purposes. Once finished setting up vendors must remove vehicles from the site and 
park in the designated parking areas. All vehicles must be off celebration grounds 
by 10 am on Saturday. 
 
Vendor will only use outlets that have been assigned to them. 
 
Generators MUST be turned off during the State of The Nation Address. 
 
In order to receive the discounted rate for UKB members, UKB Living Treasures or 
Tradition Keepers, a copy of UKB Tribal Membership Card and/ or certificate is 
required. 
 
Money will not be refunded for booth space purchased and left unoccupied during 
the celebration. Booth location will be determined by raffle. 
 
The United Keetoowah Band requires all vendors to donate one item, to be selected 
by the vendor, to be used for UKB Celebration purposes. 
 
Disregard for rules and regulations on Celebration grounds may result in removal 
from Celebration and UKB property without refund of  set up fees. 
 
The United Keetoowah Band is not responsible for any accidents, injuries, damages, 
or theft of property. 
 
1.  The United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma is not responsible for 
any accidents, personal injury, or theft or damage to equipment, merchandise or supplies.  
While UKB  Lighthorse will patrol the grounds and provide limited security, we will not 
be responsible for any losses. 
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2.  The United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma shall supply 
electrical access as set forth hereinabove.  However, the UKB shall not be 
responsible for any electrical problems, power surges or damages to equipment as a result 
therefrom. 
  
 
 
 
 
 
3.  Nothing in this vendor agreement shall be interpreted to establish any type of business 
partnership and the vendor identified in this agreement is an independent contractor who 
is responsible for all taxes, fees, licenses, worker's compensation and insurance and 
vendor expressly agrees to hold the United Keetoowah Band harmless from any loss or 
liability therefrom. 
  
4.  The United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma is a federally 
recognized tribe.  Nothing in this agreement shall be interpreted as a waiver of tribal 
sovereign immunity for the United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma. 
  
5.  Any disputes arising out of this agreement shall be resolved by and fall under the 
venue and jurisdiction of the tribal court for the United Keetoowah Band of Cherokees in 
Oklahoma.  Vendor expressly agrees to submit to the jurisdiction of the UKB Tribal 
Court by entering into this agreement.
